A person unrelated to the order suddenly approached and opened fire without 
warning, killing Sergeant Enzbrenner. The man then committed suicide. It is 
believed the man held a grudge against law enforcement officers because his 
father was serving a life sentence without parole in Louisiana. 
 
Sergeant Enzbrenner had served with the Atchison Police Department for 24 
years. He is survived by his wife and three children.
