Red Light TherapyRed Light Therapy
1.1. The Board does not regulate The Board does not regulate 

phototherapy. KSA 65phototherapy. KSA 65--1920(b).1920(b).
2.2. The FDA does not allow tanning facilities The FDA does not allow tanning facilities 

to replace tanning lamps with red light to replace tanning lamps with red light 
lamps in existing tanning devices.lamps in existing tanning devices.

3.3. KAR 69KAR 69--1212--16: defective or burned out 16: defective or burned out 
lamps or bulbs shall be replaced with a lamps or bulbs shall be replaced with a 
type type intended for use in that deviceintended for use in that device and and 
shall be of the same ultraviolet range as shall be of the same ultraviolet range as 
the manufacturer specifies, and the manufacturer specifies, and shall be shall be 
the original lamp type as specified by the the original lamp type as specified by the 
manufacturermanufacturer or an equivalent lamp or an equivalent lamp 
approved by the FDA.approved by the FDA.

4.4. If you have red lights in If you have red lights in tanning devicestanning devices
(UV), please remove them immediately.(UV), please remove them immediately.

5.5. If an inspector reports red light bulbs in If an inspector reports red light bulbs in 
tanning devices, the Board may take tanning devices, the Board may take 
disciplinary action against the facility, disciplinary action against the facility, 
including assessment of fines and/or including assessment of fines and/or 
revocation of the facility license.revocation of the facility license.

Fines and Legal OrdersFines and Legal Orders

$250 $250 –– operating with expired licenseoperating with expired license

$250 $250 –– no disinfectantno disinfectant

$500 $500 –– no protective eyewearno protective eyewear

$500 $500 –– no TDOno TDO

Excessive violations may result in Excessive violations may result in 
conditioning or revocation of licenseconditioning or revocation of license

Bed temperature in excess of 100 degreesBed temperature in excess of 100 degrees

Warning Letter Warning Letter –– requires response within requires response within 
15 days about how issue has been 15 days about how issue has been 
corrected and bulb compatibility listcorrected and bulb compatibility list
