By virtue of the authority vested in me by the Kansas Emergency Management Act, Chapter 48, Article 9, of the
Kansas Statutes Annotated, to meet the inherent dangers of disasters to which the State and its citizens have been
exposed, and upon advice of the State Adjutant General as the Director of the Division of Emergency Management, |
hereby proclaim a State of Disaster Emergency as follows:

NATURE OF THE DISASTER:

Severe storms accompanied by large hail, lightening, high winds, tornadoes, and torrential rain resulting in
flooding.

DATE THAT DISASTER AFFECTED THE AREA: May 4-18, 2007

AREA AFFECTED BY THE DISASTER:

The following counties have reported damages from severe storms and/or flooding: Barber (5/18/07), Barton (5/5/07),
Chase (5/18/07), Cherokee (5/10/07), Clay (5/10/07), Cloud (5/18/07), Comanche (5/18/07), Dickinson (5/10/07),
Doniphan (5/7/07), Douglas (5/10/07), Edwards (5/5/07), Ellsworth (5/10/07), Geary (5/10/07), Harper (5/7/07), Jackson
(5/10/07), Kingman (5/10/07), Kiowa (5/5/07), Leavenworth (5/7/07), Lincoln (5/7/07), Lyon (5/10/07), Montgomery
(5/18/07), Nemaha (5/10/07), Meosho (5/10/07), Osage (5/7/07), Osbome (5/10/07, Ottawa (5/10/07), Phillips (5/5/07),
Fottawatomie (5/10/07), Pratt (5/5/07), Reno (5/10/07), Rice (5/10/07), Riley (5/7/07), Saline (5/10/07), Shawnee (5/7/07),
Stafford (5/5/07), Wabaunsee (5/10/07), Washington (5/7/07), Wyandotte (5/10/07) and Brown (6/11/07).

| hereby proclaim, direct and order the Adjutant General of the State of Kansas to activate the disaster response
and recovery portions of the Kansas Response Plan. Local and inter-jurisdictional disaster plans applicable to the political
subdivisions of areas affected by this Proclamation shall be coordinated by the Adjutant General,

Any or all of the powers conferred upon the Governor by the Kansas Emergency Management Act may be
delegated to the Adjutant General as deemed appropriate during this period of proclaimed State of Disaster Emergency
This may be delegated by written orders, or oral orders subsequently reduced to writing with reference to this
Proclamation.

This Proclamation shall be filed promptly with the Division of Emergency Management, the Office of the Secretary
of State and each city clerk or county clerk, as appropriate, in the area to which this Proclamation applies. Further
dissemination of this Proclamation shall occur by means calculated to bring its contents to the attention of the general

public.

Dear Governor Sebalins:

I have declared 2 major disaster under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency
Assistance Act, 42 U.S.C, §§ 5121-5206 (the Stafford Act), for the State of Kansas due w0
damage resulting from severe storms, tornadoes, and flooding beginning on May 4, 2007, and
contnuing. I have suthorized Federal relief and recovery assistance in the affected area.

Individual Assistance, Public Assistance, and Hazerd Mitigation will be provided. Consistent
with the requirement that Federal assistance be supplemental, any Federal funds provided under
the Stafford Act for Public Assistance, Hazard Mitigation, and Other Needs Assistance under
Section 408 will be limited to 75 percent of the total eligible costs in the designated areas.

The Department of Homeland Security, Faderal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), will
coardinate Federal assistance effonts and designate specific areas eligible for such assistance.
The Federal Coordinating Officer will be Mr. Michae] L. Karl of FEMA. He will consult with
you and assist in the execution of the FEMA-State Agreement for disaster sssistance goveming

the expenditure of Federal funds.
