
STATE OF DISASTER EMERGENCY PROCLAMATION
AMENDED

By the Governor

By virtue of the authority vested in me by the Kansas Emergency Management Act, Chapter 48, Article 9, of the
Kansas Statutes Annotated, to meet the inherent dangers of disasters to which the State and its citizens have been
exposed, and upon advice of the State Adjutant General as the Director of the Division of Emergency Management, I
hereby proclaim a State of Disaster Emergency as follows:

NATURE OF THE DISASTER:

Thunderstorms accompanied by tornadoes, high winds, large hail, lightning and torrential rains moved across the
state yielding widespread rainfall amounts of six to eight inches. Evacuation and water rescues were completed in
several of the affected counties. Shelters were opened and many roads and state highways are closed as a resull of
continuing fiooding. The National Weather Service office is predicting strong storms with heavy rain to continue for
several days in many areas of the state. State damage assessments are ongoing and federal assistance may be
requested.

DATE THAT DISASTER AFFECTED THEAREA: May 21, 2007 and continuing

AREA AFFECTED BY THE DISASTER:

Barton, Clay, Dickinson, Ellsworth, Harvey, Lincoln, Ottawa, Pawnee, Reno, Rice, Riley, Saline, Smith,
McPherson, Marshall, Pottawatomie, Sedgwick, Morris, Anderson, Bourbon, Coffey, Cowley, Chautauqua, Neosho,
Osage, Montgomery, Woodson, Butler, Allen, Franklin, Linn, Greenwood,Wilson, Elk, Miami, Cherokee, Crawford, and
Labette Counties

I hereby proclaim, direct and order the Adjutant General of the State of Kansas to activate the disaster response
and recovery portions of the Kansas Response Plan. Local and inter-jurisdictional disaster plans applicable to the political
subdivisions of areas affected by this Proclamation shall be coordinated by the Adjutant General.

Any or all of the powers conferred upon the Govemor by the Kansas Emergency Management Act may be
delegated to the Adjutant General as deemed appropriate during this period of proclaimed State of Disaster Emergency.
This may be delegated by written orders, or oral orders subsequently reduced to writing with reference to this
Proclamation. .

This Proclamation shall be filed promptly with the Division of Emergency Management, the Office of the Secretary
of State and each city clerk or county cierk, as appropriate, in the area to which this Proclamation applies. Further
dissemination of this Proclamation shall occur by means calculated to bring its contents to the attention of the general
public.
