Ncarb 91st Annual Meeting 
and Conference

The 2010 Annual MeetIng of the National Council 
of Architectural Registration Boards was held in San 
Francisco this past June 23-26. The Kansas State Board 
of Technical Professions was well represented. Attending 
board members were George Barbee, Public Member; 
Dave Hoffman, FAIA, Architect Member; Vince Mancini, 
AIA, Architect Member, and Jean Boline, Executive 
Director. First term board member Wendy Ornelas also 
attended the meeting as this year’s President of the 
National Architectural Accrediting Board (NAAB). Wendy 
led a class the first day of the NCARB meeting to train 
prospective visiting team members for accreditation of 
university and college architectural programs.

As reported in the last newsletter, the resolutions to be 
voted on at this meeting were not controversial. They were:

•	 2010-01 Broadly Experienced Foreign Architects—
This resolution eliminates the reciprocal 
credentialing requirement for BEFA eligibility 
and focuses the program on the competency of the 
applicant and the protection of the public.

•	 2010-02 Handbook for Interns and Architects—This 
resolution reduces the notice period for IDP and 
education standard requirements from 90 days to 60 
days. This resolution only effects the public notice 
period.

•	 2010-03 Handbook for Interns and Architects—
This resolution revises the alternatives to IDP and 
does not apply to applicants initially registered 
after January 1, 2011. This resolution consolidates 
existing alternatives into one uniform and defined 
process that ensures a more appropriate method for 
architects attempting to satisfy the intent of IDP.

•	 2010-04 Bylaws Amendment—This resolution 
changes the title of “Executive Vice President” to 
“Chief Executive Officer” and related changes. The 
bylaws task force recommended several changes to 
clarify the role of the “Chief Executive Officer”.

•	 2010-05  Bylaws  Amendment—Modifies 
Indemnification provisions. NCARB is governed by 
Iowa law, and revision in the Iowa law required this 
change to conform to the amended Iowa law.

All resolutions were unanimously passed by state 
member boards.

Of concern to KSBTP members was the announcement 
of fee increases by NCARB for several services. This 
subject was discussed at the Region 5 Town Meeting. The 
fee for a new NCARB certificate will be $1500. The fee 
applies only to architects who have never had an NCARB 
record and apply for the NCARB certificate after many 
years of practice. The fee does not apply to any existing 
record holders or interns going from IDP to certification. 
More information on fee increases can be found in the July 
issue of NCARB’s e-connection on the NCARB web site, 
www.ncarb.org. NCARB activities over the next year will 
focus on hiring a replacement for Executive Vice President 
Lenore Lucey, who has resigned effective June 30, 2011, 
and strategic planning for the future of the organization.
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Newly Revised Regulations
Four newly revised regulations became effective June 

18, 2010.
K.A.R. 66-8-6 “Reexamination” contains important 

revisions. This regulation was revised to limit the number 
of times an individual can retake certain exams without 
providing further information to the Board. Beginning 
with the effective date of this regulation (June 18, 2010) an 
individual may only take the exams required for licensure 
as an engineer, land surveyor or geologist three times 
without further education or experience as outlined in the 
regulation. Any exam attempts prior to June 18, 2010 will 
not count toward the three allowed. Anyone wishing to 
take an exam for the fourth time must contact the Board 
office for instructions.

K.A.R.66-10-1 “Architectural experience of a character 
satisfactory to the board” adopts the latest version of the 
Intern Development Program Guidelines from the National 
Council of Architectural Registration Boards. A copy of 
these guidelines can be found on the NCARB website, 
www.ncarb.org.

K.A.R.66-12-1 “Minimum standards for the practice of 
land surveying” adopts the latest version of the “Kansas 
Minimum Standards for Boundary Surveys and Mortgagee 
Title Inspections Standards of Practice” last amended 
December 2009. A copy of this document can be found on 
the Board’s website, www.kansas.gov/ksbtp.

K.A.R. 66-14-10 “Licensure in another jurisdiction” 
clarifies continuing education requirements for a licensee 
who resides outside the state of Kansas. It also clarifies that 
all land surveyors, regardless of state of residence, must 
comply with K.A.R. 66-14-1(b) which requires completion 
of two (2) PDHs on the Kansas Minimum Standards.

The new regulations are printed below.

K.A.R. 66-8-6. Reexamination. (a) Any applicant for a 
license to practice engineering, land surveying, or geology 
who fails an examination on the first attempt may take the 
examination two additional times, except as specified in 
subsections (b) and (c).

Licensure Recognition Ceremony Held
On July 23, 2010, Memorial Hall Auditorium in Topeka, 

Kansas was the site of a Licensure Recognition Ceremony 
for newly licensed Professional Engineers, Land Surveyors, 
Architects, Landscape Architects and Geologists. More 
than 80 people attended the ceremony where licensure 
certificates were presented to licensees who recently 
passed their licensing exams. The ceremony was a joint 
effort of the Kansas Society of Professional Engineers, the 
Kansas Society of Land Surveyors, American Institute of 
Architects in Kansas, Association of Environmental and 

(b) Except as specified in subsection (c), the fourth 
and any subsequent attempts by an applicant to retake an 
examination may be allowed by the board if the applicant 
establishes that the areas of deficiency identified in 
the examination failure report provided by the testing 
administrator have been addressed through either of the 
following:

(1) Additional coursework; or
(2) experience under the supervision of a person 

licensed in the technical profession for which the applicant 
is applying for licensure.

(c) Any applicant’s examination results may be rejected 
by the board and permission to retake an examination 
may be withheld by the board upon a report by the testing 
administrator that the applicant has violated the provisions 
of the candidate testing agreement regarding examination 
irregularities.

(d) Each applicant shall be required to submit the 
appropriate fee for each examination. (Authorized by 
K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 74-7013; implementing K.S.A. 2009 
Supp. 74-7009 and 74-7023; effective May 1, 1984; 
amended May 4, 1992; amended June 18, 2010.)

K.A.R. 66-10-1. Architectural experience of a character 
satisfactory to the board. Each applicant shall complete 
the intern development program (IDP) as specified In the 
“intern development program guidelines,” including the 
appendix, dated January 2010, published by the national 
council of architectural registration boards (NCARB), and 
hereby adopted by reference. Each applicant shall provide 
a complete record of architectural experience prepared 
by the NCARB. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 74-
7013 and K.S.A. 74-7019; implementing K.S.A. 74-7019; 
effective May 1, 1984; amended May 4, 1992; amended 
Feb. 22, 1993; amended Feb. 14, 1994; amended Feb. 13, 
1995; amended March 1, 1996; amended Feb. 6, 1998; 
amended Feb. 9, 2001; amended Nov. 1, 2002; amended 
Feb. 3, 2006; amended March 28, 2008; amended Nov. 6, 
2009; amended June 18, 2010.)

K.A.R. 66-12-1. Minimum standards for the practice of 
land surveying. The board hereby adopts by reference the 
following:

(a) The “2005 minimum standard detail requirements 
for ALTA/ACSM land title surveys”;

(b) the “accuracy standards for ALTA/ACSM land title 
surveys,” published in 2005; and

(c) the “Kansas minimum standards for boundary 
surveys and mortgagee title inspections standards of 
practice” adopted by the Kansas society of land surveyors 
and last amended December 2009, except that the preface 
and scope sections shall be deleted. (Authorized by K.S.A. 
2009 Supp. 74-7013; implementing K.S.A. 74-7037; 
effective May 4, 1992; amended Feb. 14, 1994; amended 
Feb. 13, 1995; amended March 1, 1996; amended Feb. 4, 
2000; amended Jan.23, 2009; amended June 18, 2010.)

K.A.R. 66-14-10. Licensure in another jurisdiction. (a) 
Except as specified in subsections (b) and (c), the board’s 
continuing education requirements may be satisfied if a 
licensee meets all of the following conditions:

(1) The licensee is licensed to practice one of the 
technical professions in another jurisdiction.

(2) The licensee resides in the jurisdiction specified in 
paragraph (a)(1).

(3) The licensee meets the continuing education 
requirements of the jurisdiction in which the licensee 
resides.

(b) If a licensee resides in a jurisdiction that requires 
no continuing education, the licensee shall meet the 
continuing education requirements of this article.

(c) Each land surveyor shall comply with K.A.R. 66-14-
1(b).

implementIng K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 74-7025; effective March 
1, 1996; amended Feb. 9, 2001; amended June 18, 2010.)
