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Geology representatives of the Kansas State Board 
of Technical Professions and the Kansas Department 
of Transportation attended the National Association of 
State Boards of Geology (ASBOG) Council of Examiners 
Workshop in Cody, Wyoming on April 3rd-5th, 2008. 
Geologists from approximately 25 States, representing 
most jurisdictions that have geologic registration, attended 
this meeting.

The purpose of the workshop was to review the most 
recent Fundamental of Geology (FG) and Practice of 
Geology (PG) tests for Geologic Registration; to evaluate 
the next tests to be administered; and to prepare additional 
questions for future tests.

A committee of professional geologists serves as Subject 
Matter Experts (SME) on the Council of Examiners and 
represents the geologic professions in various disciplines as 
well as representative of geography, ethnicity, and gender. 
SME’s attend two development and validation workshops 
each year. These workshops are typically held shortly after 
each test administration so that the Council of Examiners 
can evaluate candidates’ comments and statistical 
information related to both the FG and PG examinations.  

The test blueprint (the number of questions within 
each category) for both the FG and PG tests is based on 
the results of a Task Analysis (survey) of geologists across 

North America, which is conducted every 5 years. This 
Task Analysis is utilized to determine what practicing 
geologists believed to be the areas of most importance for 
public safety within each of the test blueprint categories. 
In accordance with the most recent (2005) Task Analysis, 
the percentage of questions within each major geologic 
category were as follows:

The Kansas State Board of Technical Professions 
requires 30 professional development hour (PDH) units 
of acceptable continuing education during a two-year 
renewal period. Review of continuing education for all five 
professions has been conducted during this busy renewal 
period, and the following suggestions provide clarification 
for documenting continuing education attendance.
• Conferences and Online Classes: Many providers will 

prepare a certificate that indicates name, program title, 
date, number of hours attended/earned, and signature 
by sponsor. At conventions, the only documentation 
provided may be a program of events. If there are 
multiple CE presentations, mark those attended. If 
times are not listed, note the amount of time for each 
presentation. Be sure there is a date on the schedule. 
At other CE offerings, keep the brochure, outline, or 
objectives as documentation. 

• Many companies are now offering in-house programs. 
Some maintain a computerized record for the employee 
that will be accepted as documentation of attendance by 
the Board. The copy should be signed by someone from 
the company. 

• Other times, only a memo or bulletin announces the 
offering. A copy of the attendance roster may serve 
as documentation. Again title of offering, date, and 
hours are needed as well as individual’s name on any 
documents.

• A bulletin or agenda that contains individual’s name 
as the instructor can be used to document teaching 
activities. If not available, provide a letter from the 
employing agency.

• If author of a published article or paper, a copy of the 
title page with name and date published should be 
provided.

Continuing Education Documentation
• Actively participating in a professional organization as 

an officer or committee member may be documented 
by a copy of the minutes from a meeting that shows 
individual’s attendance. A copy of a newsletter or 
bulletin announcing officers or committee members 
may also be used. If applying for more than one year, 
minutes from both periods of time will be required. 
Remember, two PDHs for each year of participation.

• College courses can be documented by a college 
transcript or grade report.

• The Board accepts the AIA transcript as documentation 
of attendance. Please include name on transcript. A 
signed and sealed Audit Report form should still be 
completed.

• Based on regulation K.A.R. 66-14-10, the Kansas 
requirement for Reciprocity of continuing education 
applies if the state of residence also has a continuing 
education requirement. Provide documentation of hours 
and the signed and sealed Audit Report form. Please 
send a copy of professional license from the state of 
residency.

• For mentoring activities, provide a letter from the 
individual who was mentored indicating the dates plus 
a description of the activities.

Continuing Education Credit would not be allowed for 
the following circumstances:
� Just for belonging to a professional organization–must 

be on a committee or an officer.
� Attendance at vendor exhibits during a conference.
