PETITION AND NOTICE OF INTENT TO VREVOKE REGISTRATION

COMES NOW the Kansas State Board of Pharmacy (“Board” or “Plaintiff”) and

reviews the file on Gwendolyn Parks, Pharmacy Technician, (“Technician” or

“Defendant”).

THEREUPON, being duly advised in the matter, the Board finds that:

GENERAL

L The Board is charged with the administration of the Kansas Pharmacy Act
(K.S.A. 65-1626, er. seq.) and with the enforcement of the rules and regulations
promulgated thereunder (K.A.R. 68-1-1a, et. seq.). Further, the Board is authorized to
initiate proceedings to revoke any license, registration, or permit issued by the Board
under provisions of the pharmacy act of the State of Kansas pursuant to K.S.A. 65-1627a.
More specifically, the Board may limit, suspend, or revoke a registration or deny an
application for issuance or renewal of any registration as a pharmacy technician on any
ground which would authorize the Board to take action against the license of a
pharmacist under K.S.A. 65-1627, and amendments thereto. K.S.A. 65-1663(e)(1) The
Technician is presently registered as a pharmacy technician in the State of Kansas having

been issued Registration No. 14-00351.

2 Pursuant to laws and regulations pertaining to registration of pharmacy
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technicians, the Board is authorized to conduct hearings, summary proceedings, and
emergency proceedings under the Kansas Administrative Procedure Act, K.S.A. 77-501,
et. seq. K.S.A. 65-1663(e)(4) Such proceedings may result in suspension, revocation,
and other disciplinary actions affecting Technician’s ability to work as a registered
pharmacy technician in the State of Kansas.

3. K.S.A. 65-1663(e)(1) provides that:

(e)(1) The board may limit, suspend, or revoke a registration or deny an
application for issuance or renewal of any registration as a pharmacy technician on any
ground, which would authorize the Board to take action against the license of a
pharmacist under K.S.A. 65-1627, and amendments thereto.

4. K.S.A. 65-1627(a)(3) provides that:

(a) The board may revoke, suspend, place in a probationary status or deny a
renewal of any license of any pharmacist upon a finding that: (3) the licensee is found
by the board to be guilty of unprofessional conduct or professional incompetency.

5. K.S.A. 65-1626(rr)(5) defines unprofessional conduct as:

(rr)(5) unlawful possession of drugs and unlawful diversion of drugs to others.
6. K.S.A. 65-1627(g) provides that:
(g) Orders under this section, and proceedings thereon, shall be subject to the

provisions of the Kansas administrative procedure act.

INFORMATION WHICH EVIDENCES THAT THE REGISTRATION OF CORAL
MAIN AS A PHARMACY TECHNICIAN IN THE STATE OF KANSAS SHOULD BE
REVOKED

7 On June 28, 2010, Technician admitted stealing drugs from Dillons Store
#66 in Wichita, Kansas over a period of approximately six months. Technician took 48,
100 tablet bottles of Hydrocodone/APAP 10mg/500mg. The total number of tablets

stolen was 4,800. At the request of a company Loss Prevention Manager, Technician

signed a written statement acknowledging the theft.
